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Thal-Japanese fusion resort
completed in Koh Samui

Fusing Thai and Japanese cultures, Tokyo-based Riccardo
Tossani Architecture recently completed the Akatsuki Resort
in Koh Samui. The resort sits on a beach facing five rock
islands across a lagoon: a series of infinity pools descend
from a grand entrance pavilion to the Lipa Noi Beach lawn,
surrounded by private habitation and amenity pavilions.
Constructed almost completely in recycled wood and using
natural ventilation and shade for comfort, Akatsuki Resort
was designed to integrate with its surroundings.

The resort is built in the tradition of local vernacular. The

pavilions rely on natural ventilation and shade, with vertical
louvre sliding screens derived from Japanese architecture to
provide privacy while retaining views. These strong lines are
coupled by lush gardens and capped by steep Thai double-
pitched shingle roofs.
